After 
lunch on your own, coach west to 
Acoma “Sky City” Pueblo for a guided 
tour of this active, 800 year old Pueblo 
adobe town built high on a mesa.

Day 2   To Chinle                (B)
A scenic drive west brings you to 
Petrified Forest & Painted Desert 
National Monuments (altitude 5,600’). 
Learn about the lush tropical forest that 
existed here 225 million years ago, 
only to die due to climate change. The 
tree trunks were buried while minerals 
soaked into them and hardened over 
time into rock fossils. Then, see the 
colorful formations of the badlands of 
the Painted Desert, with its red, pink, 
purple, and yellow bands of rocks. 
Later continue to Hubbell Trading 
Post in Ganado, an authentic 1878 
homestead & trading post where local 
Navajo people still bring their blankets, 
jewelry, and art to sell. Continue to the 
highlight of our tour, Canyon de Chelly, 
located near Chinle (altitude 5,500’). 
Spend 2 nights in the Navajo Park at 
the famed Thunderbird Lodge!

Day 3   Canyon de Chelly  (BD)
Today, explore the impressive canyons, 
rock formations, and cliff dwellings here. 
Native Americans call this Tsegi, which 
means “inside the rock,” and have been 
living here over 5,000 years. Board

Next enjoy a guided tour of historic 
Fenway Park, the soul of our “national 
pastime” for many. Fenway is America’s 
oldest ballpark and home of the Boston 
Red Sox since 1912. Your walking tour 
may include some of its most famous 
landmarks: the Triangle, Pesky’s Pole, 
and the legendary Green Monster of 
left field. Visit Faneuil Hall Marketplace, 
near the waterfront with free time to 
shop and enjoy lunch on your own.

Day 5   Free Time/Zermatt    (B)
Enjoy free time in Wengen to shop, 
hike, and explore with your travel 
pass OR join our optional day trip 
to Zermatt to view the Matterhorn 

(weather permitting). Travel by train 
over, under, and through the Alps to 
the ski resort of Zermatt. Free time 
here or ride the optional train up 
Gornergrat Mtn. (altitude 10,300’) for 
an additional cost. Return to Wengen 
after a long but rewarding day. 

Day 6 Jungfrau/Grindelwald	 (B)
Free morning or optional rail up to the 
Jungfraujoch Mountain at 11,133 feet 
(optional at approx. $100pp due to 
high altitude). This afternoon, we will 
all go via cog railway to Grindelwald 
for shopping. Enjoy Europe’s longest 
cable car as you glide over the tops of 
Swiss Chalets and pastoral scenery 
(altitude 7,600').

Days 8 & 9   Zurich/Home  (BD,B)
Today we visit one of the most scenic 
local resident streets in Europe, the 
Brungasse, which will include a visit to 
a local wood carving shop.  Then we 
travel over the Brunig Pass for a visit 
to Lucerne.  See the Lion’s Monument 
and Chapel Bridge.
